Learning intentions for extension

The following grid gives some suggested learning intentions to extend learning. These learning intentions provide opportunities for you and your students to work together to decide on the next steps to extend learning and to create success criteria according to the students’ achievement levels. This is not intended to be an exhaustive list. You and your students will have ideas of your own for extending the learning.


	Recognise, understand, and use some less common classroom vocabulary

For example: 

tumuaki (principal), tatau (door), arapū (alphabet), pene whītau (felt pen), pene papamā (whiteboard pen), whakaahua (picture), kōpae ataata (DVD), pakitara (wall), rama (light), rāpihi (rubbish), paepae rāpihi/ipu rāpihi (rubbish bin), hāpiapia/wai whakapiri (glue), kōpio (globe), whakakoi pene (sharpener), makatiti (stapler), pine (pin)

	Differentiate between tense markers to indicate present, past, and future 

For example:

Kei te ako te kōtiro. (The girl learns/is learning.) The word order is the present tense marker (kei te) + verb + subject.

I ako te tama. (The boy learnt/learned.) The word order is the past tense marker (i) + verb + subject.

Ka ako te wahine. (The woman will learn.) The word order is the future tense marker (ka) + verb + subject.
