 Learning intentions for extension
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The following grid gives some suggested learning intentions to extend learning. These learning intentions provide opportunities for you and your students to work together to decide on the next steps to extend learning and to create success criteria according to the students’ achievement levels. This is not intended to be an exhaustive list. You and your students will have ideas of your own for extending the learning.


	Recognise, understand, and use some less common vocabulary associated with marae

For example:

Parts of a meeting house: matapihi (window), kūaha/whatitoka (doorway), tatau (door), māhau (porch area), maihi (bargeboards on the front), amo (upright posts supporting the bargeboards on either side), raparapa (the lower ends of bargeboards), tekoteko (the carved figure on the top) 

Words associated with a pōwhiri: kaikaranga (a person giving ritual calls during a formal welcome, usually a female woman), kawa (local protocols followed during a pōwhiri), kaikōrero (a person giving a formal speech, an orator), ringawera (literally, “hot hands”, the workers who care for a marae and its visitors), hākari (feast), karakia (prayer service/prayer) 

	Success criteria:                
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	Use “āhea” to ask when something will happen

For example:

Āhea te pōwhiri? (When is the pōwhiri?) Āhea ka tīmata? (When will it start?)

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	Explore and understand the meanings of some compound words

For example:

wharekai (house + eat = dining hall), wharenui (house + big = meeting house), wharepaku (house + small = toilet)

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	Learn the words of a waiata to use to welcome visitors

For example:

For a waiata to welcome visitors, see Waiata 2 in the publication Hei Waiata, Hei Whakakoakoa.

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	Learn the words of some simple karakia 

For example:

To ask for blessings and protection at the start and end of the day, see resource sheet 8.6. To bless food before a meal, see the same resource sheet.
